5. Students must attach all the documents required for the scholarship along with the application 

form. 

 

6. Students entering the marks in the online application must enter the marks in percentage (%). 

Beneficiaries for fixed-term scholarships are selected according to the terms of the scholarships 

(eg percentage, income etc.). 

 

7. Application for scholarship can be filled using the option with Aadhaar number or without 

Aadhaar, however the scholarship amount will be credited to the Aadhaar linked bank account of 

the students. Therefore, students need to link their Aadhaar number with their bank account to 

receive the scholarship amount 

 

Note for Colleges:- 

 

1. Scholarship applications filled by students through online mode are first available for 

verification in respective college clerk login. 

 

2. The clerks of the college should verify the application of the students after carefully studying 

the government decisions, terms and conditions of the scholarships etc. 

 

3. Students should ensure that the required documents are uploaded on the portal in terms of 

Shishyavatti. Also, the information filled in the relevant student application (name of the course, 

type of course (subsidized / unsubsidized), admission details, percentage etc.) must be carefully 

verified. 

 

The clerks of the college must immediately take action (Approved / Reject / Sent Back) on their 

login applications. 

 

4. The scholarship applications approved by the college clerks are available on the principal 

login of the respective college for verification.

5. The principal of the college, like the clerks of the college, must verify the scholarship 

application of the students and take immediate action on the said application (Approved / Reject 

/ Sent Back). 

 

3. For some scholarships, fees are payable as per the fee schedule fixed by (Government / 

University). After the application is approved, the scholarship benefits are given to the concerned 

students as per the fee mentioned in the application. Therefore, while verifying the application, it 

is necessary to ensure that the fee information in the student's application is correct. 

 

7. The applications of those students who fulfill the terms and conditions of the scholarship, 

upload the necessary documents along with the application form and whose amount of Shishya 

Vardhya Sabha amount is correctly indicated should be sent to the next level for approval. (If the 

ineligible application is mistakenly sent to the next level, the reasons for Sent Back should be 

read properly and necessary action should be taken, the same ineligible application should not be 

sent to the next level again and again) 

 

For effective implementation of the above scholarship schemes, detailed information about all 

scholarships should be displayed on the college facade / notice board. Taseb should also be 

published on the website of the college. Due to the current outbreak of COVID-19, problems 

faced by the students should be resolved by conducting online special meetings, workshops 

(Special Webinar) and guiding them through SMS, WhatsApp. Also, for the students to receive 

the necessary documents (income proof, resident certificate, domicile certificate etc.) for filling 

the scholarship application, Hon. Camps should be organized in colleges through Tehsildar 

offices. Also regarding Aadhaar link Hon. Camps should be organized by contacting the 

collector offices.
